The competition is open to Amateur and Professional photographers resident in the Shires of 1.	
Esperance, Dundas and Ravensthorpe. Entrants in the Youth section must be under the age of 
18 years and be in attendance at any school within the above Shires.
Entries must be original work of the photographer. Photographs must have been taken within 2.	
the last 12 months, not have been previously exhibited or used for commercial purposes. 
Entries must be for sale. Exhibitors must indicate an asking price. Provision should be made for 3.	
25% Commission to be charged by the Committee.
An entry may only win one prize except for the Popular Vote award. 4.	
The judge’s decision is final. No correspondence in this regard will be entered into. The judge will 5.	
be solely responsible for selecting the work for all awards (excluding the Popular Vote Award.)
The Exhibition Committee reserves the right to refuse entry to any work deemed unsuitable (for 6.	
any reason) for exhibition.
All works must be presented in a suitable condition for hanging with correct hanging devices.7.	
No work to be removed for any reason until the close of the exhibition. 8.	
Entries should not exceed 60cm X 50cm including frame and/or mount. 9.	
Commission of 25% will be charged on all sales.10.	
No more than TWO (2) works per entrant will be accepted. Sets or multiples (which count as 11.	
one work) must be exhibited and sold as one object.
Insurance is the responsibility of the exhibitor.12.	
All freight costs must be prepaid by the entrant.13.	
Delivery of entries to the Cannery Arts Centre, Norseman Road, Esperance must be between 14.	
the hours of 10am and 4pm before the deadline of 4pm 28th March 2008.
Art works may be collected by the owners or the purchaser between 10am and 4pm on 15.	
Saturday 19th April 2008.
The organisers and sponsors reserve the right to make reproductions of exhibits for publicity and 16.	
educative purposes.
Entry fee is $10 per work. Entry Fee in the Youth Competition is $2. Entry Fees are not refundable. 17.	
Entry Fees may be paid by cash or cheque made out to Cannery Arts Centre.
All entries must have full particulars of the work – name and address of exhibitor, contact 18.	
details, title, section entered and asking price firmly attached to the top right hand back corner 
of the work. Works should be signed with the photographer’s signature. If the work is to be part 
of a limited edition this must be shown (eg 1/25) so as to be visible on the mount and indicated 
on the information provided with the entry. 
Signing the Acceptance of Conditions of Entry is binding in full to those conditions and is not 19.	
negotiable at any time. 
Photocopies of the entry form are acceptable. 20.	
The Organisers are considering the production of a Calendar derived from the photos exhibited 21.	
and will negotiate usage rights with owners of chosen works.
The School Student Work Encouragement Award prize of a camera is to go to the school and 22.	
the winning individual will receive the $50 voucher.
